Luke 15:4-7

We begin worship on this fourth Sunday of
Lent with two parables of Jesus, which immediately
precede this morning’s gospel story. Through them
Jesus is calling us, inviting us to arise and come to
him, and to be filled with the joy of heaven. Listen,
and be ready to respond with the refrain to the hymn,
“Far, far away from my loving Father.”
