1-2 Later the Master selected seventy and sent them ahead of him in pairs to every town and place where he intended to go. He gave them this charge:


“What a huge harvest! And how few the harvest hands. So on your knees; ask the God of the Harvest to send harvest hands.


3 “On your way! But be careful—this is hazardous work. You’re like lambs in a wolf pack.


4 “Travel light. Comb and toothbrush and no extra luggage.


“Don’t loiter and make small talk with everyone you meet along the way.


5-6 “When you enter a home, greet the family, ‘Peace.’ If your greeting is received, then it’s a good place to stay. But if it’s not received, take it back and get out. Don’t impose yourself.


7 “Stay at one home, taking your meals there, for a worker deserves three square meals. Don’t move from house to house, looking for the best cook in town.


8-9 “When you enter a town and are received, eat what they set before you, heal anyone who is sick, and tell them, ‘God’s kingdom is right on your doorstep!’

Taking charge, Jesus selected a large group of his followers – as many of them as there were nations in the world – and sent them off in pairs as advance parties into all the towns and districts he was planning to pass through. 

He gave them the following instructions: “The world is an orchard, groaning under a bumper crop, ripe and ready for picking; but there are hardly any workers ready to bring it in. So get in touch with the Lord of the crop, and put in an urgent request for more workers to be sent out to do the picking. Now, on your bikes! And keep your eyes open, because on this job you will be like children swimming among the sharks. Travel light and live simply – no carting luggage around and no wasting time swapping travel stories with everyone you bump into on the road. If anyone invites you to stay in their home, pray openly for God to bless their household with peace. If they are peace-loving people, they will benefit from your prayer. If they are not, you haven’t lost anything. Stay in the same house until it’s time to move on. As workers, you’ve earned your keep, so eat and drink whatever your hosts provide, and don’t go fussing about dietary customs. No shopping around for a better place!

“If you arrive in a town and the locals welcome you, be gracious guests and accept their hospitality, whether their food appeals to you or not. Heal anyone in the town who is sick, and announce that the culture of God is close at hand among them.

1 After this, the Lord picked out seventy others and sent them in pairs to precede him into every city and place where he himself was about to go. Briefing them, he said, “There is a big harvest but few workers. Make your request to the harvest-master that he provide workers for his harvest. Now let’s get on the move. Listen, I’m sending you out like sheep surrounded by a pack of wolves. Don’t carry a suitcase or a wallet or shoes. And don’t stop and gab with everybody you meet. When you go into a home, first greet them by wishing them peace. If a truly peaceful man is there, your peace will take root in him; if there isn’t, it will bounce back on you. Stay in the same house, eating and drinking whatever they provide for you, for a worker is entitled to his pay. Don’t change around from one home to another. And to whatever city you go–and they accept you–eat what’s set before you and heal the sick in the town. And keep telling them, ‘The God Movement is confronting you.’

(Living Bible)

The Lord now chose seventy other disciples and sent them on ahead in pairs to all the towns and villages he planned to visit later.


2 These were his instructions to them: “Plead with the Lord of the harvest to send out more laborers to help you, for the harvest is so plentiful and the workers so few. 3 Go now, and remember that I am sending you out as lambs among wolves. 4 Don’t take any money with you, or a beggar’s bag, or even an extra pair of shoes.      The Lord then recruited and deployed 70 more disciples. He sent them ahead, in teams of two, to visit all the towns and settlements between them and Jerusalem. 2 This is what He ordered.

Jesus: There’s a great harvest waiting in the fields, but there aren’t many good workers to harvest it. Pray that the Harvest Master will send out good workers to the fields.

   3 It’s time for you 70 to go. I’m sending you out armed with vulnerability, like lambs walking into a pack of wolves. 4 Don’t bring a wallet. Don’t carry a backpack. I don’t even want you to wear sandals. Walk along barefoot, quietly, without stopping for small talk. 5 When you enter a house seeking lodging, say, “Peace on this house!” 6 If a child of peace—one who welcomes God’s message of peace—is there, your peace will rest on him. If not, don’t worry; nothing is wasted. 7 Stay where you’re welcomed. Become part of the family, eating and drinking whatever they give you. You’re My workers, and you deserve to be cared for. Again, don’t go from house to house, 8 but settle down in a town and eat whatever they serve you. 9 Heal the sick and say to the townspeople, “The kingdom of God has come near to you.”
